Paul used Jesus as the supreme example of someone who put others first. At the Last Supper he did something that showed everyone the extent of His love for them.  After reading John 13:1-6, 12-17, answer the following questions:


What is your response to what Jesus did?

What can we learn about Jesus when we consider that He even washed Judas’ feet that night?

What do you think Jesus specifically wanted the disciples to learn from His example?
