Read Mark 10:35-45.  

Notice, the disciples talked of political victory and power, but Jesus 
talked of death and resurrection. How is the way of Jesus different 
than the way of the government? What guards us from becoming 
self-serving – putting the wrong things first? 
 
 
 
 
People tend to wrestle for positions and the church is not immune. 
From what Jesus says in response to His disciples, what can we ask 
God to help us become as we serve? Why is this so important? 
 
 
 
 
Read Romans 15:1-6.  

What should our position be toward others? What does the 
Scriptures give us as we patiently wait? Why is this so important to 
our unity and growth together? 
 
 
 
Who gives us patience and encouragement? How do these things 
help us unify? 
 
 
 
 
This week, ask the Lord what is one thing you can be praying for as a 
group for Real Life as we dive into 2020 that will help us grow in unity 
as we impact our community and world for Jesus?

Christ Jesus. Then all of you can join together with one voice,
